The St. Francis Pledge to Protect Creation and the Poor

The St. Francis Pledge is a solemn commitment made by Catholic individuals, groups and institutions to honor
God’s creation and serve the poor by doing the following:

PRAY and reflect on the duty to care for God’s creation and protect the
poor and vulnerable;

LEARN about and educate others on the causes and moral dimensions
of climate change;

ASSESS how each of us —as individuals and as organizations—is
contributing to climate change (i.e. consumption and conservation);

ACT to change our choices and behaviors contributing to climate
change and;

ADVOCATE for Catholic principles and priorities in climate change discussions and decisions, especially as
they impact the poor and vulnerable.
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The Covenant website will feature the many ways Catholic individuals, families, schools, parishes and
other institutions are fulfilling The St. Francis Pledge.

We will share news and resources that we believe will help you fulfill the Pledge and go beyond. Quotes for
bulletin inserts, ways to advocate on behalf of poor people at home and abroad, clipart and images, curricula for
schools and adult religious education programs are some examples of what you will find here.

You will be directed to information on Catholic social teaching on being stewards of God’s creation.
