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Health care has become one of the most pressing issues of our day. There are millions of uninsured families and rapidly rising costs for everyone.  Eighty percent of the uninsured come from working families. Something must be done about this crisis. 

The values at the heart of Catholic social teaching should inform our leadership on this issue. People have a right to health care because we value the Dignity of the Human Person, the Common Good and Community; we have an Option for the Poor and we respect Human Rights.

We believe that these tenets are essential to our Faith, and that the issue of building a more just health care system is inherent in these values.


The Health Care Action Team is a group of Catholic parishioners who are organizing and advocating towards a health care system that covers everyone. Our work thus far has resulted in successfully protecting existing programs from proposed cuts. We have also advocated for legislation that will ensure that all children will be afforded quality care.

Over 46 million adults in the United States are uninsured, and nearly 10 million children. We are the only industrialized country that does not guarantee health care for its citizens. As people of faith, we must provide that prophetic moral voice that is so sorely needed on this issue.

On the heels of our work last year, we are currently in a planning phase for the coming year. Training and issue education will be provided to those wishing to become involved.
